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Introduction:

1. The psalm begins with the ordinance of God which the people must keep (1¢5), moves on to
the acts of God in deed (6¢7) and word (8¢10), and ends with the requirement of God that
his people should obey him (11¢16), dwelling on the dire consequences of disobedience (11,
12) and on victory and rich abundance (14¢16) consequent upon obedience (13). Thus the
psalm deals with the great central issues of the Bible: redemption and response. The
people who are brought out of Egypt (6; the redeemed of the Lord, Ex. 6:6, 7; 24:4, 5)
become at once people under the word of God (8¢10; Ex. 19:3¢6; 20:2¢19) which they are
called to hear and obey (8, 13; Ex. 24:6, 7; Rom. 1:5; Heb. 3:7¢19; 1 Pet. 1:1, 2). !

2. FEAST OF TRUMPETS:
Num. 29:1; Lev. 23:24, the feast of the new moon, which fell on the first of Tisri. It differed
from the ordinary festivals of the new moon in several important particulars. It was one of
the seven days of holy convocation. Instead of the mere blowing of the trumpets at the
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It has been conjectured that Ps. 81, one of the sons of Asaph, was composed expressly for
the Feast of Trumpets. The psalm is used in the service for the day by the modern Jews.
Various meanings have been assigned to the Feast of Trumpets; but there seems to be no
sufficient reason to call in question the common opinion of Jews and Christians, that it was
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commenced the sabbatical year and the year of jubilee. 2
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a. The basis for the New Moon festival was the salvation of Israel from Egypt >
(redemption)

3. NEW YEAR T a solemn occasion that occurred in the month of TisHRI (1 Kin. 8:2), the first
month in the Hebrew year. The law of Moses directed that this holiday should be observed
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trumpets. Today this event is known as Rosh Hashanah (literally, beginning of the year), a
Jewish high holy day that marks the beginning of the Jewish new year. *
