Before we look at what constitutes a righteous
judgment we will first look at what constitutes
an unrighteous judgment.

This means that we may not judge on the basis
of insufficient, superficial information.

Righteous judgment must be based on
conclusive evidence.

We may not judge on the basis of appearance,
personal opinions or unsubstantiated
suspicions.



WE MAY NOT JUDGE IN MATTERS OF OPINIC

Romans 14: 12

1 Now accept the one who is weak in faithput
not for the purpose ofpassing judgment on his
opinions.

2 One person has faith that he may eat all
things, but he who Is weak eats vegetables

only.



WE MAY NOT JUDGE IN MATTERS OF OPINIC

Romans 14: 34

3 The one who eats is not to regard with
contempt the one who does not eat, and the
one who does not eat Is not to judge the one
who eats, for God has accepted him.

4Who are you to judge the servant of another?
To his own master he stands or falls; and he
will stand, for the Lord is able to make him

stand.

1 Corinthians 4:34

3 But to me it is a very small thing that | may be
examined by you, or bgny human court; In

fact, | do not even examine myself.

4 For | am conscious of nothing against myself,
yet | am not by this acquitted; but the one who
examines me Is the Lord.



DO NOT JUDGE WITH INSUFFICIENT KNOWL

1 Corinthians 4:5

> Therefore do not go on passing judgment
before the time,but wait until the Lord comes
who will both bring to light the things hidden In
the darkness and disclose the motives ahen's
hearts; and then each man's praise will come

to him from God.



WE MAY NOT TAKE GOD'S PLACE IN JUDGME

James 4:11,12

1 Do not speak against one another, brethren.
He who speaks against a brother or judges his
brother, speaks against the law and judges the
law; but if you judge the law, you are not a doel
of the law but a judgeof it.

12 There isonly one Lawgiver and Judge, the
One who Is able to save and to destroy; but wh
are you who judge your neighbor?
